He further states that solutions to the challenges we face today, the Anthropocene, can find
refuge and guidance from religious and spiritual text like the Qu'ran, the teachings of the
Prophet (saw), and other significant spiritual leaders calling it a "concise strategy to tackle the
ecological crisis".

Arguing that religions can offer the ontological vision and metaphysical connection between
humans and the rest of creation, Dr. Ilyad described environmental ethics as moral obligations
for humans—*“inscribed for us in our holy scripts and commandments of God. Religions
command humans to condemn greed and corruption. Religions urge humans to walk gently on
Earth.”

Faith for Earth has called on religious institutions to be “beacons of global change”, highlighting
their central role in education.
