	3. Technical Definition 
	According to the EU Guidelines
, human rights defenders are those individuals, groups and organisations of society that promote and protect universally recognised human rights and fundamental freedoms. For this indicator we will only count individuals. 
Human rights defenders seek the promotion and protection of civil and political rights as well as the promotion, protection and realisation of economic, social and cultural rights. 
Human rights defenders also promote and protect the rights of members of groups such as indigenous communities. 
The definition does not include those individuals or groups who commit or propagate violence. 
This indicator will count the number of human rights defenders who have received EU support.

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	This indicator is aligned with the European Commission's Communication: Agenda for Change (2011) priority to support democracy, human rights and the rule of law and the emergence of an organised local civil society. 
Providing effective support to human rights defenders has been an EU priority since the adoption of the EU guidelines on the issue, adopted in 2004 and revised in 2008, and a priority of the European Instrument for Democracy and Human Rights (EIDHR) since 2007. It is a key priority under the EU Strategic Framework and Action Plan on Human Rights and Democracy, adopted in June 2012. 
This indicator looks at the extent to which this priority is being taken into account.

	Any human rights defender who has received support through EIDHR Country-Based Support Schemes (CBSS), any human rights defender who has received support through HQ-managed EIDHR, any human rights defender that has received emergency support (under EIDHR) should be included in the count for this indicator. 
Any human rights defender who has received support through other geographic or thematic programmes should be included in the count for this indicator. 

	
	

	8. Worked examples
	Examples of projects and programmes that qualify are included below. From these interventions, project/operational managers should report the number of human rights defenders who benefit:

Delegations that manage projects or programmes implemented by independent local or regional civil society organisations on human rights and democracy related issues qualify. 

Delegations working on human rights and democracy related issues with non-registered NGOs and/or natural persons where support to local civil society organisations is limited or restricted by national law do qualify
Delegations working with partner countries on setting up national human rights defenders protection mechanisms also qualify.

Delegations working only with governmental organisations or networks of civil society recognised by the government without direct benefit/impact on human rights defenders do not qualify under this indicator.

	10.Other issues
	One critical aspect is the confidentiality of the name of Human Rights Defenders supported under the EIDHR. Therefore, only aggregated data can be published, not giving any details concerning individual cases.
