	3. Technical Definition 
	The goal is that the emission reductions delivered in the developing (beneficiary) countries, as supported by EU programmes, are contributing to bring the global emission levels in 2020 down to levels consistent with a likely chance of achieving the least cost pathway towards meeting the below 2°C target (keeping the global mean temperature rise below 2°C relative to pre-industrial levels).
Thus, the indicator will measure actual global CO2 equivalent emissions in Kilo tons.

	
	

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	Climate change is happening now; it already affects communities around the globe. Unless it is tackled, it could undermine the world's efforts for development. The poorest and most vulnerable populations and countries will be hit hardest and will have least resources to cope with climate change impacts, e.g. reduced freshwater availability, accelerated desertification and increasingly frequent and severe extreme weather events. 

The EU is playing a leading role in the global climate negotiations in the context of the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC). The EU has taken bold actions and adopted far-reaching measures internally to achieve the long-term goal of limiting global temperature rise to 2°C. 

From the external cooperation and development perspective, climate challenges are specified in the European Consensus on Development. Moreover, the "Agenda for Change" (20111) recognises climate change as one of the global challenges that considerably increases the vulnerability of developing countries, and which therefore requires urgent action.  

Furthermore, in the 2011 Communication “A Budget for Europe 2020”, the European Commission committed to “ increase the proportion of the EU budget that is related to climate mainstreaming to at least 20%, and thus contribute to Europe's transition to a low-carbon and climate-resilient society”. This goal also applies to the external action and development instruments and it is explicitly mentioned in DCI and EDF.
