	3. Technical Definition 


	Number of insecticide-treated bednets (ITN) distributed with EU support.
The term ‘insecticide treated bed-nets’ includes long-lasting insecticidal nets, which are considered to have a useful lifespan of 3 years and other insecticide treated bednets which are considered to have an average lifespan of 1 year. Re-treatment of bednets is not included.

	

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)


	The use of ITNs is identified by WHO as one of the main interventions to reduce the burden of malaria. 
Evidence suggests that when large numbers of people use long lasting ITN to protect themselves while sleeping, the burden of malaria can be reduced, resulting in a reduction in child mortality among other benefits. This intervention involves trying to achieve universal ownership of ITN within a population, giving free new ITNs to the people who do not already have them. 
In areas of intense malaria transmission, malaria-related morbidity and mortality are concentrated in young children, and the use of ITN by children under 5 has been demonstrated to considerably reduce malaria disease incidence, malaria-related anaemia and all cause under 5 mortality. 
The distribution of ITNs is an internationally recognised output indicator which provides detail on the quantity of ITNs distributed to a population through routine channels like antenatal care and to households through mass distribution campaigns. It does not provide information on usage i.e. whether a child is sleeping under an ITN.
The indicator is relevant to monitor progress on increasing protection against global health threats, one of the specific objectives in the Agenda for Change (2011) for health. The results for this indicator will mainly be delivered via multilaterals – especially Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria (GFATM).
The proportion of children under 5 years of age sleeping under ITN is an MDG indicator (MDG 6.7).

	

	5. Level of disaggregation


	It will not be possible to provide meaningful disaggregated data by sex or age because the proposed indicator reflects bednets distributed rather than people sleeping under nets. 


	

	6. Data Sources (including any issues on (i) different definitions by source, and (ii) level of availability of the data)
	Country data is collated and reported on by Ministries of Health, World Health Organisation, UNICEF, World Bank and GFATM on an annual basis.
To complement this indicator, the results from nationally-representative household surveys such as Demographic and Health Surveys (DHS), Multiple Indicator Cluster Surveys (MICS), Malaria Indicator Surveys (MIS), which are done on a periodic basis will be used to provide additional information on the extent to which different groups have been reached.

	Number of insecticide-treated mosquito nets distributed drawing on one of the above noted sources.
