	Natural Resources, Environment and Climate Change

	
	

	3. Technical Definition 
	This indicator refers to the total number of countries or regions supported in their development or implementation of strategies in the field of climate change and/or disaster risk reduction (DRR) with the EU support. 
A "region" refers to a multi countries rather than an area within a country.
A climate change strategy refers to: 

Either a specific climate relevant strategy such as a Low Emission Development Strategy (LEDS) and National Adaption Plan of Action (NAPA) National Adaptation Planning Process (NAP), DRR Strategy or Joint CCA and DRR National Action Plans (JNAP) a National Appropriation Adaption Action (NAMA).  It can also include a national and a regional policy or strategy specifically focused on climate change and DRR.
Or proof of support towards any other process of mainstreaming climate change and/or DRR considerations into development plans and strategies or sector policies in areas such as energy, infrastructure, education, health, agriculture, land use planning, ecosystems and forest management. 
This indicator will also include the case of country/region supported in their revision of existing sector policy and strategy documents. 
Implementation is to be intended where EU resources are targeted to support the implementation of the strategy (all or part) and whatever the aid modality (project, sector, budget support or blending).

	
	

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	The European Commission's Communication: Agenda for Change (2011) highlights a number of points central for climate change integration, in particular "Good governance, in its political, economic, social and environmental terms, is vital for inclusive and sustainable development"; "increasing the extent to which EU cooperation could promote and support political, economic, social and environmental policy reforms in partner countries"; "a focus on helping reduce developing countries' exposure to global shocks such as climate change, ecosystem and resource degradation, and volatile and escalating energy and agricultural prices, by concentrating investment in sustainable agriculture and energy" and "Building a Global Climate Change Alliance between the European Union and poor developing countries most vulnerable to climate change" (2007) puts the emphasis on supporting the poor developing countries most vulnerable to climate change, in particular the LDCs and SIDS, to increase their capacities to adapt to the effects of climate change,  and, where it benefits their poverty reduction objectives, to help such countries to participate in the global climate change mitigation effort. The GCCA specifically supports beneficiary countries in integrating climate change into poverty reduction efforts with the objective to assist developing countries in systematically mainstream climate change into development policies, strategies and budgetary frameworks, and to systematically integrate climate change into development cooperation.

	7. Data calculation (including any assumptions made)
	Numbers of countries/regions where climate change and/or DRR strategies in accordance to definition above should be computed at country level. 

	
	

	8. Worked examples
	 Under the Global Public Goods and Challenges (GPGC) thematic programme, DG DEVCO is supporting a project implemented by a UN agency that supports the development of LEDS in 10 countries.
In this example, 10 strategies should be reported, making it clear that the strategies have been developed and are at country level.

	10.Other issues
