	3. Technical Definition 
	This indicator refers to the total number of people who are benefitting from EU interventions that are typically referring to the DAC sector codes: 

15220 - Civilian peace building, conflict prevention and resolution 

15240 - Reintegration and Small arms and light weapons control 

15250 - Land mine clearance 

15261 Child soldiers/prevention and demobilisation.

Nevertheless projects/programmes that do not have these DAC sector codes may also be considered,  if they record beneficiaries under the themes of post conflict  and peacebuilding support, or conflict prevention.

The number of people refers to the beneficiaries directly affected by the intervention not the total of the country's population. More specifically: 
15220 - Civilian peace building, conflict prevention and resolution 

Total number of  people in the conflicting communities  where the EU supports  peacebuilding prevention and resolution interventions (direct beneficiaries of EU actions, not the total population)
15240 - Reintegration and small arms and light weapons control 

-Number of people reintegrated to the society and economy due to, for example, disarmament, demobilisation and reintegration programme
-Number of persons giving  back weapons

15250 - Land mine clearance 
-Number of people that have been able to return back to cleared areas and population living around the area (in a 5 km radius) which EU external action supported programmes  cleared from landmines 
15261 Child soldiers/prevention and demobilisation

	4. Rationale (including which policy priority, and how is this indicator linked to that policy priority)
	European Commission's Communication: Agenda for Change (2011) states: “More action is needed to tackle global challenges like conflict prevention, security, (…)” (p. 3)

“The objectives of development, democracy, human rights, good governance and security are intertwined;” (p. 3)

 “The Commission proposes an Agenda for Change that would lead to: tackling the challenges of security, fragility and transition (…)”( p. 4)

“Development-security nexus. The EU should ensure that its objectives in the fields of development policy, peace-building, conflict prevention and international security (including cyber security) are mutually reinforcing.”(p. 6)

 “The EU must intensify its joined-up approach to security and poverty, where necessary adapting its legal bases and procedures. The EU's development, foreign and security policy initiatives should be linked so as to create a more coherent approach to peace, state-building, poverty reduction and the underlying causes of conflict. The EU aims to ensure a smooth transition from humanitarian aid and crisis response to long-term development cooperation.”

The EU's Comprehensive Approach to External Conflict and Crises establishes as a guiding principle the joined-up deployment of EU instruments and resources when dealing with situations of crisis and conflict, while taking into account their respective strengths and added value. It also highlights the shared responsibility of EU-level players and Member States – the proactive engagement of Member States is a prerequisite for success. The EU and its Member States have a wide array of policies, tools and instruments at their disposal – spanning the diplomatic, security, defence, financial, trade, development cooperation and humanitarian aid fields.

-Count/ estimate the number of people benefitting from (participating in) the peacebuilding activity – e.g. members of the conflicting sides.
-The area where the peacebuilding intervention is taking place can also be a good reference.  
15240 - Reintegration and Small arms and light weapons control 

Count/ estimate the number of persons reintegrated to the economy due for example DDR programme or the number of persons giving  back weapons

15250 - Land mine clearance 
Give the Number of people that have been able to return back to cleared areas plus the population living around the area (in a 5 km radius) which EU external action supported programmes cleared from landmines .
15261 Child soldiers/prevention and demobilisation

Count/ estimate the number of child soldiers demobilised or children prevented from being mobilised

	
	

	9. Is it used by another organization or in the framework of international initiatives, conventions, etc? If so, which?
	Given the international focus on the "unfinished business" on MDGs in fragile and conflict affected countries, there is a strong drive that that the post-2015 agenda (post MDG) shall contain goals targets or indicators on peace and stability issues. This indicator would contribute to the reporting on the level 1 indicator "Number of violent deaths per 100,000" which could be considered for post-2015
The New Deal for Engagement in Fragile States' Peacebuilding and Statebuilding indicators by put a similarly important emphasis on security and peace but are defined differently.

	
	

	10.Other issues
	To have a "complete" picture on what the EU does in the area of civilian conflict prevention, peace building and security the indicators shall be looked at together with "Number of individuals directly benefitting from Justice, Rule of Law and Security Sector Reform programmes funded by EU external assistance programmes ".

This indicator is not – and cannot be - fully attributable to the EU but gives a sense of the output/ impact of one area of Conflict prevention, peace building and security support activity undertaken by the EU. 

Given the variability of data availability by country, reportees should state whether data are based on population data of an area or Delegation estimate.

	Support for civilian activities related to peace building, conflict prevention and resolution, including capacity building, monitoring, dialogue and information exchange.
Bilateral participation in international civilian peace missions such as those conducted by the UN Department of Political Affairs (UNDPA) or the European Union (European Security and Defence Policy), and contributions to civilian peace funds or commissions (e.g. Peacebuilding Commission, Peacebuilding thematic window of the MDG achievement fund etc.). The contributions can take the form of financing or provision of equipment or civilian or military personnel (e.g. for training civilians).
(Use code 15230 for bilateral participation in international peacekeeping operations).

	Participation in international peacekeeping operations
	Bilateral participation in peacekeeping operations mandated or authorised by the United Nations (UN) through Security Council resolutions, and conducted by international organisations, e.g. UN, NATO, the European Union (Security and Defence Policy security-related operations), or regional groupings of developing countries. Direct contributions to the UN Department for Peacekeeping Operations (UNDPKO) budget are excluded from bilateral ODA (they are reportable in part as multilateral ODA, see Annex 2 of DAC Directives). The activities that can be reported as bilateral ODA under this code are limited to: human rights and election monitoring; reintegration of demobilised soldiers; rehabilitation of basic national infrastructure; monitoring or retraining of civil administrators and police forces; security sector reform and other rule of law-related activities; training in customs and border control procedures; advice or training in fiscal or macroeconomic stabilisation policy; repatration and demobilisation of armed factions, and disposal of their weapons; explosive mine removal. The enforcement aspects of international peacekeeping operations are not reportable as ODA. Only activities for civilian purposes are ODA-eligible.

	Technical co-operation provided to government – and assistance to civil society organisations – to support and apply legislation designed to prevent the recruitment of child soldiers, and to demobilise, disarm, reintegrate, repatriate and resettle (DDR) child soldiers.
